Syllabus for Mrs. Guthrie’s U.S. History Class
You are expected to read and follow everything that is contained in this syllabus.

In addition, all of the rules and regulations in the student handbook 
apply to this classroom at all times.
Purpose of the Class 

· The purpose of this class is to learn about the history of America from 1492 – 1877. The major topics we will be discussing are the founding of the Thirteen Colonies, the American Revolution, the new American Government, Westward Expansion, the American Civil War, and Reconstruction. 

· Students will develop their note taking skills. 

· Students will learn to analyze primary sources. 

Classroom Rules
1. Be prepared for class. You need to bring all of your supplies, including something to write with EVERYDAY. 
2. When you enter the class: 
a. Pick up any needed materials (folder and/or spiral notebook).

b. Sharpen your pencil.

c. Sit in your assigned seat.

d. Read the board for any instructions.

e. Begin with your warm-up for the day.

f. Have homework assignments out and ready to be taken up.

3. When the bell rings for the end of class:
a. Be in your assigned seat with the desks back in order.
b. Place all materials in their designated boxes.
c. Wait to be dismissed by the teacher.
Supply List 

**If for any reason you cannot get the required materials please see Mrs. Guthrie as soon as possible.** 

The following materials will be required: 

· 2 Spiral Notebooks (Wide Ruled)
· Pencils and/or pens 

· Notebook Paper
· Map pencils
· 1 Folder with pockets and brads 

Textbooks and Materials 

· A classroom set of textbooks will be available for the students to use each day during class.
· Bring all of your supplies, including something to write with to class EVERYDAY. 

· You must have your supplies when you enter the classroom. 
Consequences 
· If you do not have your supplies you will be sent to go get them and receive a tardy if you do not return before the tardy bell rings. 

· If your supplies are not at school, parent contact will be made. 

Warm-ups 

· Once you enter the classroom, pick up any needed materials, sharpen your pencil, have assignments out and ready to be taken up, be seated in your assigned seat, read any instructions on the board, and begin working on your daily warm-up. 

· Every day at the beginning of class, your warm-up question/statement will be on the board. You will have 5 minutes to complete your daily warm-up once the tardy bell rings.  You should be working on your warm-up as soon as you are seated in the classroom. You should continue working on your warm-up until you complete it. 

· You are required to have a warm-up for every day – even if you are absent. 
Absences
· If you are absent, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed and get any assignments/notes that you missed as soon as you come back. 

· Pick up any papers from the “Extra Copies” basket. 

· The amount of days missed is how many days you have to make-up your work. If you do not get the work in by that time, it will be counted as late. 

· If you know you will be absent ahead of time you may ask the teacher for an assignment in advance (they may not be available). 

Grading 

1. Points will be deducted from assignments that: 

· Are not completed in accordance with the instructions given; 
· Do not have your name on them; and/or
· The student does not use a complete sentence when asked to do so. 

2. Your spiral notebook will be used for open-note quizzes, so it is important to keep an organized notebook in this class. 

3. Assignments that are turned in daily will be due at the start of class; the teacher will pick these assignments up. Assignments that are not turned in at the start of class are considered late. All late and absent work should be turned into the teacher. 

4. Late work: 

· Late work will ONLY be accepted within three weeks of the assigned date.  After that, the student will have to schedule tutorials with the teacher and complete an alternative assignment.

· The highest grade that can be achieved on any late assignment or alternative assignment is a 70. 

5. Warm-ups will be graded on a weekly basis, and will be graded on completion.

Cell Phones/Electronic Devices
Students who have the appropriate permission slip signed may use approved devices with the following rules: 

· Teacher has given permission for the device to be used at that time. 
· Students must be on the AISD wi-fi  –  3G/4G/LTE is not allowed. 

· The device must be on the student’s desk at all times. 

Tutorials 

· Tutorials will be held on a day and time to be determined by the teacher. 

· Students must sign up for tutorials and get a pass signed by the teacher to attend. 

· At tutorials students may work on class work that needs to be finished and/or missing work, retake tests and quizzes, or do an alternative assignment for equal credit. 

· Quiz Retakes: 

· Students who score 69 or below on a quiz may retake the quiz.

· Retake scores will be the higher of the two grades up to an 80%.

· Quiz retakes are the same content but may not be the same quiz. 

· Quiz retakes will NOT be open notes. 

· Test Retakes: 

· Students who score 69 or below on a test may retake the test. 

· Retake scores will be the higher of the two grades up to an 80% 

· Retakes are the same test but the student will not know which questions they got wrong. 

· Equal Credit Assignment: 

· Students may do one assignment for equal credit per tutorial.
